New Community Project: a small organization with a big goal, to change the world. One of the things we want to change is the way we are damaging God’s earth. This takes many forms, such as the destruction of forests, the pollution of our atmosphere, the 2000 dump trucks loads of plastic that end up in the oceans every day and the ravages of climate change as we swing between floods and droughts with the constant drumbeat of rising temperatures always in the background. NCP addresses these things through our 
Sustainable Living Centers in Virginia and Vermont, where we practice sustainable agriculture and bring in a wide array of visitors, volunteers and interns, including international folks who are longing to work the land. We also aim to plant 200,000 trees every year around the world in our partner areas in South America, Asia and Africa. We lead workshops and make school presentations over 100 times a year all around the country to educate and activate around environmental issues. And we remind all of us that we each can make a difference by paying attention to how much we drive, what we eat and how much food we waste, and the amount of stuff we consume, as household consumption is responsible for about 70 percent of our greenhouse gas emissions as a nation. Together, we can make a difference!
New Community Project: a small organization with a big goal, to change the world. One key part of NCP ministries is to seek fairness for people at home and abroad. We are especially focused on educating girls and empowering women, supporting native communities in the Americas, and reaching out to marginalized people in our own society. Working through partner groups, we support girls with scholarships, uniforms, backpacks, and whatever else they need to succeed in school. For women, we provide funds for micro loans for starting small businesses, skills workshops such as tailoring or beautician training, and assistance for women doing agriculture. Our partners in native communities are in Arctic Village, Alaska, the Ecuadorian Amazon, and the Dineh community in Lybrook, New Mexico. These people are on the front lines of defending their culture and some of our last wild places, and we provide moral and sometimes material support. Together, we can make a difference!
New Community Project: a small organization with a big goal, to change the world. Our methodology for carrying out our ministries is what we call “experiential learning”. Our goal is to put us in a place to see our world for what it is – its beauty and its troubles – and to see how God may be calling us to respond to what we're feeling and seeing. We take Learning Tours to destinations around the world where we have partners or where there are important environmental or human justice issues to address. Our Sustainable Living 
Centers welcome a wide array of people to visit and learn and be inspired and to share from their own experience. In addition, our staff speak regularly in schools, colleges, congregations, and other settings all around the country. We feel that personal engagement is the best way to change lives. Together, we can make a difference!
New Community Project: a small organization with a big goal, to change the world. NCP is supported by a network of some 11,000 people around the USA and even some from abroad. We have an 8-person Advisory Board that oversees our work, and have four full-time staff and several part-time employees. While we sometimes receive grants from institutions (from United Way to Ben and Jerrys!), the majority of our funding comes from our network of individuals and congregations. We are not part of any larger organization, religious or otherwise, which gives us latitude to work in a wide array of religious and secular settings. Along with our network, our partners abroad are an extremely important asset, as they implement the various projects that NCP supports. All this just goes to show: together, we can make a difference!
