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Empowering women

   Our Give a Girl a Chance program supports girls’ education and empowers women in Rwanda, the DR Congo, Nepal, Myanmar and South Sudan. Often these women have little education, absent husbands and lives of carrying wood, water and babies. Through our partners, we offer microloans, skills training and unforeseen gifts such as self-esteem, a sense of community and shared purpose. Then we visit these communities on our Learning Tours to hear their stories, show support – and be inspired. 
Caring for forests

Half the world’s forests are gone – and much of what remains is going fast.  Our If a Tree Falls… program has been planting trees and preserving forests since 2003 through our partners in Asia, Africa and the Amazon, but with climate change and continuing deforestation by the rich (for paper, palm oil, petroleum, hardwoods) and the poor (for farmland, charcoal, firewood), and species’ populations rapidly declining, we felt the need to do more. 
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   So this past Earth Day we launched our Million Tree Campaign, aiming to support our partners in planting 100,000 trees annually for the next 10 years. (We also have a Lawns to Ladybugs program here in the USA.) 

   We recently sent Jimmy Zan, our partner in Myanmar, a grant of $500 – with which he’ll plant 5000 trees, including oak, jack fruit, mango, avocado, mei zali (edible leaves) and more. “When I am here among these trees,” he says, “this is my paradise.”

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Memorial Park – represent!
David Radcliff has given presentations at Memorial Park Middle School in Fort Wayne for the past 15 years. Last spring after talks on children around the world, a group of students hatched a plan to support NCP’s Give a Girl a Chance program. They wrote a proposal for the principal, it was accepted, they launched a “penny challenge” among between sixth grade classes, and raised over $700! Spread the news!
Summer interns are a key part of our Sustainable Living Centers, helping with the gardens and with all manner of community outreach – and then taking their new experiences with them when they leave.
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   Vermont interns work with the Food Share program we run, growing and collecting food for dozens of food-insecure families every week. K’lema Burleson of the University of La Verne has know hunger herself in the past, and when she got back to campus that fall, she realized how many students couldn’t afford to eat well. She approached the administration, they realized it was a problem, and gave her a grant and the responsibility to organize a free food pantry. She did! (at right above). 
    That’s what we hope will happen – these changes moving out from us to the people and institutions around us. Salt, light, leaven – where have we heard that before…?
